Science

Our topic in science this term is ‘Humans including Animal’.

Children will learn:

e Toidentify and name common animals including fish,
amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals.

e To compare a variety of animals including fish, amphibians,
reptiles, birds and mammals.

e To know the features of different animals.

e To know what animals are carnivores, herbivores or
omnivores are and what they eat.

e Toidentify and name parts of the human body.

e Toidentify and explore the 5 senses and the associated body
part.

We will also be taking the opportunity to get outside and explore

the changes associated with Autumn. This will be further

supported by time in Wood School on a Wednesday afternoon

with Mrs Jack (outdoor leader) .

Computing year 1

Digital photography - children will learn:

e To use a digital device to take a photograph.
e To make choices when taking a photograph.
e Todescribe what makes a good photograph.
e To use tools to change an image.

Maths

Children will develop their skills and concepts of:

History:
In history children will continue to develop their understanding of:

and why this has changed over time focusing on houses and

shops.

history in the local area and to develop their research skills.

Art

print in their own work and will be introduced to a simple mono
printing technique.
